Now, we have a full curriculum, consisting of sever-
al classes taught by ladies to ladies, and three classes of our regular curriculum in which the wives 
participate along with their husbands.

The program will have two components: 
 
1) There will be three classes from the regular curriculum in which wives join their husbands in class:

2) In addition, there will be one class per quarter taught by preachers’ wives (Thus, in quarters 1, 3, 
and 7, the wives will have two classes).  Whereas each year brings a different set of circumstances re-
garding students’ wives’ schedules, each instructor for this second category of classes will work with 
the students’ wives to find the best time for the class.  These classes will include:

Quarter 8:  Practical Advice from Preachers’ Wives
